3- Generic name: Each gram of Propamethone contains:

0.64 mg Betamethasone dipropionate equivalent to 0.5mg of Betamethasone,10 mg
Clotrimazole ,Gentamicin sulfate equivalent to 1 mg of gentamicin base.
4- Composition:Each gram of Propamethone contains:
Active Ingredient: 0.64 mg Betamethasone dipropionate equivalent to 0.5mg of
Betamethasone, 10 mg Clotrimazole,Gentamicin sulfate equivalent to 1 mg of gentamicin
base.
Inactive Ingredient: Heavy mineral oil, white soft paraffin, cetostearyl alcohol,
cetomacrogol1000, benzyl alcohol, sodium acid phosphate, phosphoric acid, Propylene
glycol, purified water.

5- Pharmaceutical form: Cream

6- Pharmacological action: Propamethone is a combination of betamethasone
dipropionate which exhibits anti-inflammatory, antipruritic and vasoconstrictive properties,
clotrimazole with its broad spectrum antifungal activity and Gentamicin sulfate which is a
broad spectrum antibiotic.

7- Pharmacokinetics: No study for penetration & resorption has not been made for human
being for this product.

8- Indication:

- Propamethone is indicated for the relief of the inflammatory and pruritic manifestations of
corticosteroids responsive dermatoses when complicated by secondry infection or when
the possibility of such infection is suspected.

- Clotrimazole is effective in the treatment of:

Tinea pedis, tinea cruris and tinea corporis caused by Trichophyton rubrum, Trichophyton
mentagrophytes, Epidermophyton floccosum and Microsporum canis.

Candidiasis caused by Candida albicans.

Tinea versicolor caused by Malassezia furfur.

-Gentamicin is sensitive to Streptococci (group A beta hemolytic, alpha hemolytic),
Staphylococcus aureus( coagulase positive, coagulase negative and some
pecicillinase-producing strains) and the gram-negative bacteria, Aerobacter aerogenes,
Escherichia coli, Proteus vulgaris , Klebsiella pneumoniae and Pseudomonas aeruginosa.
9- Dosage & Administration: Thin film of Propamethone cream should be applied to cover
completely the affected and surrounding skin areas twice daily.

10-Contraindications: Hypersensitivity to any of the components of the product.
11-Adverse effects: Adverse reactions reported very rarely with Propamethone include
erythema, pruritus, burning, exudation, hypochromia, irritation, folliculitis, hypertrichosis and
skin atrophy.

12-Drug Interaction: When dealing with Propamethone in the genital or anal region and
the simultaneous use of latex preservatives, white petrolatum and paraffin viscous can lead
to a reduction of the resistance to tearing of perservatives and therefore a decline in
security.

Clotrimazole antagonist with amphotericine.

13- Pregnancy & Lactation:

Not recommended during pregnancy.

Not recommended to be used on breast during lactation.

14- Precautions & Warning:

« If irritation or sensitization develops with the use of Propamethone product, treatment
should be discontinued.

* Application of Gentamicin to open wounds or damaged skin should be avoided.

« Safety use of Propamethone product in pregnant women has not been established.
Caution should be exercised when Propamethone is applied to a nursing mother.

» Propamethone is not for ophthalmic use.

15-Package:Propamethone cream is available in an aluminum tube 20 gm and an inner
insert.

16- Storage:Storage temperature not exceeding 30°C.

Keep away from reach of children.

17- Instructions to patients:

- For External use only.

- Not for ophthalmic uses.

- Not recommended during pregnancy & lactation.

- Application to open wounds or damaged skin should be avoided.

- If irritation or sensitization develops with the use of Propamethone product, treatment
should be discontinued.
